» Once the food is thawed, it must not be refrozen; you must cook it as quickly as
possible in order to consume or to freeze once again.

Complete defrosting will become necessary if the frost layer exceeds 3-5 mm in order to
maintain the efficiency of the freezer.

» During defrosting, frozen food should be wrapped in several layers of paper and
kept in a cool place. The inevitable rise in temperature will shorten their storage
life.

. Cover drinks or other liquids when placing them in the appliance Otherwise humidity

increases in the appliance. Therefore, the working time gets longer. Also covering
drinks and other liquids helps to preserve smell and taste.

. Try to avoid keeping the doors open for long periods or opening the doors too frequently

as warm air will enter the cabinet and cause the compressor to switch on unnecessarily
often.

. Door gasket must be clean and pliable. Replace gaskets if worn.
